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Clear Space Around Logo

The complexity of the SARE logo requires that it be given ample breathing room when used in layouts. The measurement of 

half the height of the acronym (SARE) shown here as “x” is to be used as a consistent measurement of the minimum amount 

of space to be given to the logo on all four sides.

Logo Colors

The logo is made up of 3 colors — Yellow, Dark Green & Light Green — or 3 shades of Gray. The following chart provides 

accurate speci�cations for CMYK, RGB, Pantone and Grayscale uses of the logo.
